Each year one $750.00 non-renewable scholarship will be awarded to a Hamilton or Otsego High School graduate.

Juanita Bos is a graduate of the Hackley School of Nursing in Muskegon. During their 46+ years of residence in Hamilton, Tom and Nita have raised four children and welcomed sixteen grandchildren. Tom spent 34 years at Hamilton High School as a mathematics teacher, twenty-one years as Athletic Director and six years as Assistant Principal. Nita spent thirty years as a registered nurse. Together their passion for education is evident in their professions and their loyalty to the Hamilton community.

The Bos Family scholarship is to be used to defray college costs (tuition, books, room/board) at Western Michigan University.

· Applicants must carry a minimum GPA of 3.0 (high school and/or college)
· Applicants must exemplify leadership and good citizenship

· Prior to award, applicants must be accepted to Western Michigan University as a full or part time student OR be currently attending Western Michigan University

· Applicants must be pursuing a career in teaching or nursing

* Graduates of HHS or OHS, attending the WMU School of Nursing or pursuing a degree in Education are encouraged to apply.
