6. Please enter the last 4 digits of your social security number on each page of 
the application. Your name should appear on the application cover sheet 
and the Staff Recommendation form only.

7. Submit 4 copies, of your completed application each 3 hole-punched.  (The Tech Center Office will provide access to their copy machine if you contact them in a timely manner to set up an appointment) No staples, binders or folders please.
8. Include 1 (one) copy showing proof of acceptance to a Michigan private or public community/junior college, a four-year degree granting institution, or a vocational training institution that grants a degree, certification or license.

10. Completed applications are due in the Tech Center’s Main Office by March 28, 2011.   No email applications will be accepted.
