In keeping with the purpose of the Board, the group is committed to encouraging and assisting students who desire to become criminal justice professionals.  The scholarships will be awarded annually in the spring to individuals who reflect the highest potential for a criminal justice career.

Eligibility

· Applicant must carry a GPA of 2.5 or higher

· Applicant must intend to enroll or, already be enrolled full-time in a 
Criminal Justice program or track

· Applicant must be an Allegan County resident or a graduate from an Allegan County High School.
Prior to determining a scholar, the top three finalists will meet with the scholarship review committee and must have an acceptable criminal background check and driving record.

· Include 2 (two) letters of reference (only one may be from a faculty member)

· Please enter the last 4 digits of your social security number on each page of the application. Your name should appear on the application cover sheet only.

· Submit 7 copies of your completed application each 3 hole-punched – no staples, binders or folders please. (original plus 6 copies)
· Reserve 1 pm April 17, 2012 to meet with the Committee in the event you are one of the top three finalists.
