· Applicants must intend to be a full time student who is either: a child or grandchild of a current or past Allegan firefighter, law enforcement professional or EMT OR is pursuing a career in fire safety, law enforcement or certification as an EMT

The scholarship is to be used to defray college costs (tuition, books, room/board).
