William “Bill” Lake Memorial Scholarship Application

A Scholarship Fund of the Allegan County Community Foundation

The William “Bill” Lake Memorial Scholarship was established in memory of Bill Lake. 

William “Bill” Lake was the son of Lewis and Doris (Morehead) Lake. Born in 1947, Bill grew up on the farm in Berlamont where his family had lived since 1839. Due to the Great Depression, Bill’s father had been unable to attend college. Bill planned to go to college to become an engineer. Bill was a good kid, a good citizen – and a good, but not a great – student. He liked to hunt and fish and as a farm boy, he learned how to work. He liked Johnny Cash, cars, and football. A few days before his senior year of high school began; Bill was injured in a tackling drill during football practice. He was rushed to the hospital, where he died two days later, on August 31, 1963, without regaining consciousness. The first day of the school year was cancelled for Bill’s funeral. Bill was an only child.  

Forty-five years after he died, Bill’s father established this scholarship in his memory. Lewis Lake believed that a college education is a life-changing experience and he also believed that the world needs more engineers and scientists. 

Eligibility - Applicants must be a graduating senior from Bloomingdale High School

A renewable scholarship is established for BHS graduates intending to be a full-time college student at a four-year college or university who are planning to pursue a career and a major in the field of engineering (civil, mechanical, electrical, chemical), computer, aviation, automotive, manufacturing engineering or process engineering, or other recognized specialty. After primary consideration is given to prospective engineering students, applicants pursuing a major in chemistry, physics, meteorology, astronomy, biology, agriculture, geology, or other natural sciences, or mathematics, or in teaching math or science, or in medicine, nursing, or other recognized medical specialties, may also be eligible for consideration.  Also required:
· Grade Point Average Requirement: 3.0 or higher

· Completion of at least three years of math and three years of science or related technical coursework, including chemistry or physics.

One renewable scholarship will be awarded in 2012 for $5,000; subsequent years to be of equal or greater value.

A non-renewable general scholarship is established for graduates enrolled as full-time students in college, community college or trade school. These non-renewable scholarships may be awarded to college-bound BHS graduates who meet many, but not necessarily all, of the requirements below. If otherwise eligible, a student receiving this scholarship could, after one or more years in college, apply for the renewable technical scholarship. Any student pursuing any curriculum is eligible to apply for the non-renewable general scholarship.  
Also required:
· Grade Point Average: 2.5 or higher

Up to five general scholarships will be awarded in 2012 for up to $2,500 each.

The scholarships are to be used to defray college costs (tuition, books, room/board).
