· Second-year applications will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis

· Applicants for the scholarship should submit pages 2 and 3.

In addition to the camp scholarships, each year two grants for instrument rentals will be available for 6th – 12th graders in Allegan or Otsego Public Schools.  The grant covers up to $300 per student.

Instrument Rentals Grants:

· Available to students entering 6th – 12th grade attending Allegan or Otsego Public schools

· Maximum rental covered per application is $300/year

· Applicants for the Instrument Rental Grant should submit pages 2 and 4.
NOTE:  Applicants may apply for the camp scholarship and the instrument rental grant.
